Note that in free form mode you can present the names in either order, first name first or last 
name first. The results will be the same.  

·  In free form, the database will retrieve any keywords that contain four or more letters.   
·  In directed form or advanced search, you can search for by a first name, middle initial and last name. By using 

quotes " before the first keyword and after the last keyword, you can greatly focus the results that are returned. For 
example, keying in "Robert R Smith" would generate much more targeted results than using just Robert Smith. 

·  The same rules apply to searching for foundations, trusts, companies/businesses and organizations - up to two 
keywords that are a minimum of four characters each in free form. If you want to use three or more keywords and you 
only want matches that have all three keywords, you can use quotes "". Note that once you introduce the quotes, you 
must also know the proper sequence of key words.
